The presid-
ing minister, following the prayers, will extend the peace of the Lord to the
congregation, who will respond back “and also with you,” then sit down for
the offering, signing of the friendship folders, etc. For everyone’s use, there
is a large dispenser of hand sanitizer in the narthex; pastors and commu-
nion liturgists clean their hands (small dispensers are available up front)
prior to serving Holy Communion.
